Civic Affairs Update

Loveland City Council is dealing with two important issues this fall — anticipated cutbacks in income from
the State of Ohio and the Downtown Redevelopment Project.

Two sources of State income will either be cut back or eliminated from the City’s revenue stream beginning
with the 2013 Biennial Budget, producing a $600,000 deficit in our General Fund. Municipalities like the
City of Loveland have historically depended upon the State of Ohio to distribute these sources of income and
have used them to provide, in some cases, very basic services — including police protection and funding for
road resurfacing. The Local Government Fund has been distributed by the State of Ohio since 1934, and the
Estate Tax has been around in some form or another since 1893. The 2013 budget will eliminate the Estate
Tax entirely and the Local Government Fund will be reduced by 50%, and in all likelihood will be cut out
completely by 2015, ballooning the deficit to around $750,000.

As with many things that affect city operations, the City of Loveland Administration has had its eyes on the
horizon, anticipating and strategically planning for these events for some time. This summer, City staff pro-
duced five two-part budget sustainability workshops in order to gather resident input prior to the budget cuts
City Council will undoubtedly have to make. Four of the five two-part workshops were made up of ran-
domly-selected citizens and the fifth workshop was open to any residents who wished to participate. Several
citizens from the Pheasant Hills subdivision participated providing City Council with their thoughts about
how to make up the deficit. Most of the resident suggestions centered around reducing public employee
benefits — aligning City employee benefits more closely with those provided in the private sector. City
Council will be analyzing all of the results of the Budget Sustainability Workshops at its Goal-Setting Ses-
sion on October 4",

The Downtown Redevelopment Project has occupied a great deal of time on the part of City Council, resi-
dents surrounding the proposed Special Planning District (SPD), two downtown redevelopment committees,
the Planning and Zoning Commission, City staff and the developer proposing the project — Mr. Rick Greiwe.
The 12-acre SPD includes plans for 23,000 square feet of commercial development in the heart of downtown
Loveland along with 110 apartment units — 80 units at the Second Street site and 30 units at the site near Third Street and
East Loveland Avenue. The Planning and Zoning Commission recommended the SPD to Council for passage, but City
Council did not pass the legislation changing the City’s Zoning Code. Work continues at City Hall to come up with re-
development plans that are attractive to all concerned. Stay tuned for further developments on the redevelopment pro-
ject!

I am proud to say that the City of Loveland is very open about all of its activities, a state of affairs for which I feel partly
responsible, stemming from my first term on Loveland City Council (1997-2001). Much, if not all of the information
provided in this article can be found on the City’s website, www.lovelandoh.com.
